Please find the Cheshire and Mersey regional guidance on implementing DOAC reviews in line with the PCN DES and regional recommendation for regular DOAC review and consideration of changing to the 1st line DOAC option of edoxaban in line with the NHSE recommendation. These have been approved by the ICB, Pan Mersey APC, Cheshire APG, Cheshire and Mersey Medicines Optimisation Group and the Cheshire and Mersey Cardiac Board. We are aware that national guidance developed in London have three main differences when compared to the Cheshire and Mersey Guidance. These differences were carefully considered and agreed by regional experts. Cheshire and Mersey guidance continues to recommend:

1. Edoxaban can be used in obese patients safely

2. Edoxaban can be used in patients who have CrCl>95mls/min

3. Actual body weight will be used to calculate CrCl as per trial evidence
