What is a weakened immune system?

It can be caused by certain health conditions or treatment. Some are temporary and some are long term. Only specific conditions or treatments mean you should have the COVID-19 vaccine. Before booking, you can check a list at www.nhs.uk/covid-vaccine. You can ask your pharmacist, GP surgery or specialist if you’re not sure.
